CITY COUNCIL CALLS BOND ISSUE FORTHE MAY BALLOT

The Portland City Council has called a May 7th election to allow voters to consider a bond package to rehabilitate and ex-
pand the Daniel P. Moore Community Center and two of the City’s sports complexes. The City Council took the action
after hearing recommendations from a citizen’s exploratory committee. The project includes consolidating baseball activi-
ties and adding additional ball fields and amenities at Memorial (13-Acre) Park; constructing a youth football field, im-
proving softball fields and adding parking and other amenities at the Softball Complex, and rehabilitating and enlarging
the Community Center. If approved by voters in May, $25,200,000 in bonds will be sold to finance the projects.

Spring Pruning Reminders

With this gorgeous weather, many of us are getting our yards

spruced up! The City’s brush and bulky trash pickup service

through Republic Services is generally heavier in the spring and
summer. With pruning and trimming time quickly approaching,
here are some helpful reminders about the service to assist in expe-
diting your pick up:

*  The trash/recycling/brush schedules are available on our web-
site at www.portlandtx.com.

*  Piles must be placed four feet from potential obstacles includ-
ing signs, mailboxes, water or gas meters, and fire hydrants.

*  |tems must be placed out by 7 AM on the Monday of your
week

*  |tems must be placed in front of your residence. Items placed
in empty lots will not be picked up.

*  Please do not park in front of brush piles. The claw truck must
be able to park beside the pile.

*  Tires, TV’s, paint, hazardous materials and bagged household
trash will not be picked up. The items must be disposed of sep-
arately by the resident.

*  Bagged leaves should be disposed of in in your trash cart. If
you place them out for brush service, please do not place them
with additional brush.

*  Brush and bulky pickup is a single-family residential service.
The contractor will not pick up items in front of businesses,
multi-family residences (with dumpsters), churches, or schools.
These properties must contact Republic Services directly.

*  Professional landscapers and tree trimmers must be registered
with the City and remove debris. They may not leave the brush
in front of your homes.
